St. James Curriculum 2014: Subject Map for MFL (Spanish)
Learning a foreign language, and the culture that goes with it, is one of the most useful things we can do to broaden the empathy and imaginative sympathy and cultural outlook of children.

(lots of revisiting and recapping)
	Greetings

Children will learn how to greet each other and how to respond. They will be taught different ways of saying hello, goodbye and asking and responding to how are you. They will listen and respond to rhymes, imitate pronunciation, notice accents and participate in a short exchange.
Numbers

Children will learn how to count from 0 to 10 forwards, backwards etc through a variety of activities. They will learn letter strings –ua, ie, ei. Understand the links between some sounds and spellings. Be encouraged to watch the mouth of the speaker.

Lots of recapping and repetition.

	Classroom Instructions

Children will learn simple classroom instructions e.g. ‘stand up’, ‘sit down’, ‘repeat’, ‘silence’ etc and will be expected to respond to these. They will learn the difference between un/ una. Enjoy making Spanish sounds and learning the letters of the alphabet. They will listen to and follow simple commands.

Greetings

Recap greetings from Autumn Term. Introduce children to the idea of asking for and giving their name. They will learn to recognise a question form and be able to perform a simple communicative task that includes the greetings learnt.

	Revision of numbers
Children will revise how to count from 0 to 10 through a variety of activities including finger rhymes. They will learn how to ask for and state age. 

They will confidently be able to ask and respond to questions such as ‘How are you?’ ‘What is your name?’ ‘How old are you?’

Colours

Children will learn how to say the different colours in Spanish through a variety of games, activities and songs. They will learn the verb – es (is) and the connective – y (and).
They will experiment with writing by producing short sentences using verb, adjective and connective.

(lots of revisiting and recapping from Y3)


	Revision of colours from Y3
Parts of the body

Children will learn the different parts of the body in Spanish through various activities, rhymes and songs and will devise actions to accompany the lyrics.

They will learn that all nouns have a gender.

The children will also learn how to ask for ‘Spanish Translation’ as a question.

Family members
Children will learn how to say family members e.g. mum, dad, brother, sister in Spanish.

Transport

Children will learn how to say different means of transport e.g. aeroplane, coach, train etc.
	Revise asking for ‘Spanish Translation’.
The children will appreciate similarities between nursery rhymes in English and Spanish. They will learn to recite nursery rhymes in Spanish.

They will follow a short text as it is read aloud and demonstrate understanding of the text through drawing.
Zoo animals

Children will learn the different animals found in a zoo in Spanish through various activities, rhymes and songs and will devise actions to accompany the lyrics.

Pets

Children will learn the different animals that can be kept as pets in Spanish through various activities, rhymes and songs and will devise actions to accompany the lyrics.


	Revision of animals – asking and answering questions about pets.
Children will learn how to follow a story in Spanish and join in repeated phrases in the text. They will begin to recognise word classes: nouns, verbs and adjectives and understand simple rules for converting singular nouns into plural. 
Clothes

Children will learn the different clothing items in Spanish through various activities.

Children will also learn how to write simple sentences, adapting a model.

Towards the end of the term they will present a short, spoken text.

12 lessons

(lots of revisiting and recapping from Y4)


	Buildings on the high street
Children will how to say the names of the different buildings found on a high street e.g. supermarket, office, café etc.

They will make and write simple sentences and manipulate them by changing an element and appreciate the similarities and differences between Spanish and English high streets.

Directions

Children will learn how to say different directions in Spanish and use these to memorise and present two or three sentences to describe a high street.
They will also revise ‘connectives’ and ‘adjectives’ in order to develop, write and present a short description of a high street.
	Asking where places are
Children will learn how to and take part in a simple conversation, asking for and giving directions. They will learn how to add expression and authenticity to a short dialogue and will understand key information from a short exchange.

Days of the week and times of the day

Children will learn the days of the week and how to say specific times of the day in Spanish. They will collect and record evidence about activity on the high street at certain times of the day, and express it in Spanish.
	Recap of Autumn and Spring Term’s learning.
Children will read and understand short stories containing familiar vocabulary.
They will write short sentences on a variety of topics, substituting vocabulary in model sentences.

20 lessons
	Classroom Routines
Children will learn everyday classroom routines in Spanish, including answering the register, saying the date, describing the weather, asking for classroom objects and following instructions. They will initiate and sustain conversations and will re-use previously learned language in a new context.

Recap of clothes vocabulary

Recap of expressing opinions from Y3, Y4 and Y5 and justifying their opinions.

Undertake research on the internet relating to Christmas traditions in Spanish speaking countries and produce work for display relating to Christmas celebrations.


	Recap of family members, adjectives from Y4

The children will learn and join in in two playground games in Spanish.

Occupations vocabulary

Children will learn the names of jobs people do in Spanish they will understand that some nouns for the jobs change their spelling in relation to gender. 

Rooms in the house

Children will learn the ‘eight’ rooms in the house and will be made aware of the cultural differences in housing at home and abroad.
Furniture vocabulary

Children will produce own piece of writing, adapting a model.


	Recap of days of the week and months. Recap means of transport
Children will work collaboratively on a project involving internet research: PLANNING A HOLIDAY TO A SPANISH-SPEAKING COUNTRY which will culminate in a presentation on an aspect of culture. This will involve reading and writing in Spanish.
Children will use the internet to research climate.
Children will use the internet to research different types of accommodation and will write a short letter to book accommodation, adapting a model.

Children will use the internet to research travel options.

Children will use the internet to research food typical of that country.

Children will use the internet to research food typical of that country.

Children will use the internet to research places of interest at their holiday destination.
Children will prepare and perform their presentation to an audience.

Recall key vocabulary and structures learned during the year and work collaboratively to answer quiz-type questions.


As this is a totally new area of the curriculum at St James this year, the children will be beginning their learning of Spanish from the Year 3 and 4 scheme of work to establish the basics in order to progress further the following year.
